TRANSPORTATION INNOVATION

The sprawling, meticulously landscaped property will be highly visible and accessible from Routes 17 and 32. The proposed
renovation of Exit 131 will direct millions of Woodbury Common visitors directly around The Shops at Woodbury via an
access ramp heading southbound toward New Jersey and New York City.

Specifically, this renovation proposes to expand the Route 32 corridor to serve as an efficient distribution road to Route 6

(Leading to the Palisades Parkway and The George Washington Bridge), Interstate 87 (leading to the Tappan Zee Bridge),

Route 17 South (New Jersey) and Route 17 West (Sullivan County Casino area). The project will also reconfigure the existing

diamond interchange to a partial cloverleaf design that incorporates access to local frontage roads as well as Route 17

(Future 186). The project will also improve the approach to the Harriman Toll Plaza with additional lanes and advanced
electronic guide signing.
